Thesis Project: Landscape as a communicator of human mood and emotion 

PROJECT DESCRIPTION:

IN 300 TO 500 WORDS DESCRIBE THE PROJECT AND ITS OBJECTIVE(S), YOUR PLAN TO CARRY OUT THE PROJECT (INCLUDE A TIMELINE), AND HOW THE PROJECT WILL ADVANCE YOUR ARTISTIC AND SCHOLARLY CAPABILITIES.

In my final semester as an undergraduate art student I have the opportunity to work on an undergraduate thesis project. Over the last few semesters, I have developed a body of work that deals with landscape as a communicator of human moods, emotions, and states of mind. I am fascinated by the relationship that exists between myself and my subject— an anthropomorphic natural world. As an artist, my characteristics and those of others can be communicated through landscape because of its ability to mimic human qualities. This is the basis of my thesis project, which is entitled "Landscape as a communicator of human mood and emotion." I am currently researching historical and contemporary uses of landscape in art as well as several contemporary philosophies of aesthetics in order to develop my thesis and enhance the way in which I approach my own artwork. In addition to the written and research portion of my thesis project, I will be making paintings and prints that further develop my understanding and persentation of the connection between landscape and human emotion. 

My work frequently leans towards the abstract and ambiguous, focusing on space, depth, and atmosphere. I am, however, also enthralled with the challenge of expressing the ephemeral through the use of a more representational method. I am excited by the idea of pursuing abstraction and representation simultaneously by blurring the distinction between the two. I have found the disciplines of painting and printmaking to offer a distinct set of qualities that can enhance the presentation of my ideas. When I combine traditional printmaking and painting techniques, I generate new possibilities for effectiveness in my work. While working with these ideas for the past few semesters, I have developed the need for materials beyond the regular scope of classroom supplies supported by lab fees. These materials include expensive printmaking papers, large copper plates, large canvases and stretchers, large quantities of oil paint, and other supplies.

As my thesis project is due October 31, 2008, the timeframe for the research section of my project is relatively short. My plan is to have completed my written thesis paper as well as five paintings and four sets of prints that effectively demonstate the concepts explored in my thesis, by this deadline. I also plan to complete at least 3 more paintings and 3 more sets of prints that further explore these issues by the time of my senior Capstone exhibition, December 3-21, 2008. The culmination of my research and creative work on this subject will be displayed in the Capstone exhibition. Although this is an ambitious goal, it is something that I will be able to accomplish as my schedule includes two independent study classes and an advanced printmaking course in which I can work on artwork for this project. My thesis project will spur me to a deeper understanding of my subject, landscape, and its place in art history. It will enhance my ability to make artwork that is compelling and meaningful to myself and those who view my work.
